The autopsy report on Misrach Ewunetie, the Princeton University student whose body
was discovered outside on the Facilities grounds behind the tennis courts on October 20,
2022, is complete.

The autopsy was conducted by the Middlesex Regional Medical Examiner’s Office. Ms.

Ewunetie’'s death was ruled a suicide. The cause of her death was determined to be
“Bupropion, Escitalopram and Hydroxyzine Toxicity.”
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
